He also serves the Task Force as its web master. 

The volunteer campaign is a new project of the Task Force. Brochures will be distributed to Lowertown, Byward Market, Lowertown, and Rideau Street residents encouraging them to get involved.  Barbara Myers and Liz MacKenzie, who produced the brochure,  both live in condos on King Edward Avenue. When asked why she joined the Task Force, Liz said “I think it is vital to support the Task Force to improve our community. There are many exciting projects on the books with interesting work for everyone. I encourage others to get involved.”

The group hopes to attract more people to the Task Force. “When 1,000 people from other communities are showing up opposing a bridge in the east end, it’s difficult for a much smaller group of people from Lowertown to make their point that the noise and pollution on King Edward is barely tolerable and immediate change is necessary. We are working to get our community’s story out there.” Aubin noted.
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
